The Rodney Odom Memorial Foundation is pleased to offer scholarships to students who
plan to continue their education beyond the 12" grade. A total of two (2) twenty-five
hundred dollar ($2,500) scholarships are available, one to a Kingwood High School or
Kingwood Park High School Senior and the second to a High School Senior from
Houston, Texas.

Selection Criteria
Applicants must be high school seniors who are registered with their respective school’s
athletic department.

Without regard to race, sex, religion or financial need, selection will be based on
applicant’s essay score, scholastic achievement, a coach recommendation, teacher
evaluations and extracurricular activities

These scholarships are not renewable.

The application form must be accompanied by an essay of 500 words or less on “How

(your sport) Has Made Me A Better ”. It must also be
accompanied by the applicant’s high school transcript showing grades, SAT or ACT
score, GPA and class rank.

Selection of recipients will be the responsibility of the Scholarship Committee.

All selections are final.

Procedure
Students must have the scholarship application, teacher and coach recommendations
postmarked by March 11"

Selection will be made by April 15th. Only applicants selected to receive a scholarship
will be notified.

Before issuance of the monetary awards, recipients will provide a copy of the letter of
acceptance to the school they plan to attend. The scholarship may be used for tuition,
room & board, course-related books or fees and will be paid directly to the university.
$1250 will be paid at the beginning of the fall semester. The remaining $1250 will be
paid at the beginning of the spring semester provided that the fall semester transcript has
been received by the ROMF within 30 days of the beginning of the spring semester and
the recipient has completed the equivalent of 12 semester hours with a 2.25 pga or higher.
If the recipient do not met the requirements the remaining $1250 will be forfeited.
